For children placed in FFAs, county social workers retain case management responsibilities, including reports and recommendations to the juvenile
dependency court. Although counties are required to find placements based on the child’s needs, some counties turn to facilities such as FFAs due to a lack of alternative placement resources in
other less restrictive facilities.
