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My name is Michael Duggan, a retired Judge. I spent 20 years on the Bench, and I've seen first hand
how the A.O.C.'s. misguided efforts to consolidate and concentrate power has demeaned and
diminished the independence of the court.

It has lost sight of the fact that it is an
organization which exists to support the courts. It is an out of control organization. The reforms which
have been recommended are urgently needed.
